Left in its reflection, | am so very thankful for everything that has
come to pass. Over the year, | encountered many of W.L.LN.C.’s self

less supporters whose affection and attention for our cause truly

humbled me. It was the love and sincere care of our supporters, like
yourselves, which made it possible for us to continue to help women in
need in 2010.

In this economic recession, many sisters suffered from illnesses and unemployment, unable
to return to their mother country due to their illegal status. Along with losing their jobs and
homes, many sisters lost their faith and hope in life. The unusually harsh winter of 2010
made it ever more difficult for single mothers who had only themselves to raise their children

and sustain a source of income.

However, it was through your generous contributions that made real differences in their lives.
For a young sister who had to give up her apartment rent in order to pay for her last school
tuition after her house had been robbed, W.I.N.C. was able to provide a warm and safe shel-
ter. We offered our hands to a young mother and child who was unexpectedly thrown in crisis
during their travel abroad in America. There are countless of stories where sisters were dis-
owned by their own families, while others were physically/mentally abused by their part-
ners and husbands who once vowed to love and protect them. To those women, W.I.N.C. was

their best friend, beloved second family, and reliable mentor.

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NON RESIDENTIAL SERVICES

The Women in Need Center of New York offers
emergency phone counseling for Asian Ameri-
can single/divorced mothers with children in
crisis of domestic violence, sexual assault,
mental/physical disability, and homelessness.
The crisis hotline is available 24 hours/7 days
a week, while the center service is open
Monday through Friday from 9 am to 5 pm. In
response to a request for shelter, the W.I.N.C.
Case worker will assist callers regarding shelter
eligibility and also provides free referrals to
other shelters in the NYC area. Other services
offered through phone counseling include
information and referral relevant to safety plan,
legal assistance, employment, public health,
and counseling.

RESIDENTIAL SERVICES
Shelter

The Women In Need Center provides temporary
and transitional housing services, with hot
meals and amenities as needed. Legal stand-
ing does not limit the eligibility to the shelter
service as W.I.N.C. does not discriminate on
the basis of race, religion, national origin, color,
sex, age, veteran status, or disability. It is our
intention that all qualified applications be given
equal opportunity and that selection decisions
are based on space availability and need-basis,
with regards to the safety of all parties involved.
The framework of the shelter service is strongly
rooted in the belief that provision of a safe
residence must go hand-in-hand with
strengthening one’s own capacity. Since
expanding the housing services to Asian
women and families in 2009, single/divorced
mothers with children have grown to become

10% of those admitted in the shelter services.
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CASE MANAGEMENT

Case management is a collaborative process of
assessment, planning, facilitation and
advocacy for options and services to meet an
individual's health needs. Shelter Residents of
W.I.N.C. are encouraged to draft a personal
plan to best prepare for independent living
after their transitional period at the shelter.
Through needs assessment, our professional
Case Worker can outline a facilitation process
that can include art therapy, job skill training,
mental and physical health assistance,
translation/interpretation, advocacy, individual
and group counseling, entitlement assistance,

legal and housing referral.

COMMUNITY OUTREACH

Silent March

In commemoration of October’s Domestic
Violence Awareness month, W.I.N.C.
co-sponsored the 13th Annual Silent March
Against Domestic Violence in Downtown
Flushing. In an effort to prevent and end
domestic violence and relationship abuse,
W.I.N.C. mobilized participants and marched
for 3 hours in memory of those lost and in
honor of those who have survived.

Women'’s Leadership Seminar

On July 1st, W.I.LN.C. hosted the second annual
Women'’s Leadership Seminar, “Helping
Women In Need”. Participants included OASIS,
Maryland Hope House, and various agencies
combating military-base prostitution.
Discussions included the topics of inter-
married women, women in prostitution, multi-
cultural families and children, advocacy effort
for the rights of women and children, and the
need for networking effort among interest
groups.



Domestic Violence Workshop

Change begins with the youth, which is why the
Center continuously strives to provide
educational preventative programs in order to
raise awareness of women'’s issues and
encourage collaborative efforts by community
leaders to find solutions together. This year, as
part of the community education program, the
Center held a NYC Healthy Relationship
Training Workshop in coordination with the NYC
Mayor’s Office to Combat Domestic Violence.
The workshop training was a two-day seminar
on the topics of domestic violence, dating vio-
lence, and effective facilitation where W.L.N.C.
successfully certified 13 high school youths.

FUNDRAISER

One Day Food House

Since 2005, ‘One Day Food House’ has
become a yearly event where many partici-
pants gather to show their support and inter-
ests in the Women In Need Center. At the end
of August, more than 300 supporters visited
the One Day Food House, raising about
$10,000 in profit.

Annual Benefit Dinner

This year celebrated the Rainbow Center’s 17th
anniversary. Themed “Love & Sharing”, 300
community leaders, donors, and supporters
celebrated the official change of the organiza-
tions’ name to Women In Need Center.

LEADERSHIP DEVELOPMENT

Summer Youth Volunteer Program

The Center’'s Summer Youth Volunteer Program
enables youth volunteers ages 13-18 the
chance of at growing their leadership skills as
well as learning the value of volunteerism.

This year, W.I.N.C. hosted 20 summer youth
volunteers who took on vital roles of designing
and promoting fundraising events. During this
three-month commitment, youth volunteers took
on important roles as team leader as well as
team member role; experiencing the respect,
encouragement, and responsibility involved in a

dynamic Fundraising team.
Internship

Through the May 18 Memorial Foundation and
various universities of Korea, the Center
provided a place for rich learning opportunities
for competent and talented individuals who hold
degrees or are studying in the field of economics,
linguistics, sociology, education, and social work.
This year, a total of 10 interns worked full-time/
part-time managing volunteers, designing the
website, assisting in shelter operations and
fundraiser event preparations, providing case
management support, and producing the annual
report. These interns worked a total of 3,803
hours this year which helped to offset a huge
overhead expense.

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CASE STORY

A Y OUNG MOTMHERZ DS REFLECTI O

Along with the unbearable summer heat of New York City, a destructive conflict with my husband
brought me to the hardest challenge in my life. With me, was my infant who had yet to celebrate her
first birthday. On the carrier that | had bought for 12 dollars in the city, | became a desperate
mother with a child wandering from one place to the next, all the while my child went unaware of the
fact that we were stranded 7,000 miles away from home. My heart ached whenever | saw my child's
sun-burnt feet. My heart hardened with a mother’s guilt, the thought that it was the cause of her
parents’ selfish fight that was forcing her to go through such hardships at a young age.

My case was under file for pending criminal procedure as domestic violence, but where to go next
was particularly puzzling due to my visitor visa status. Fortunately, | was able to learn about a
Women In Need Center through a referral of the Korean American Family Service Center.

When | first entered the Center, | found that it was full of college student volunteers. During my
beginning days of being admitted as a shelter-resident, | felt very uncomfortable and unable to
sleep due to worries of whether | would get along with the other sisters or how | would appear in the
volunteers’ eyes. | had always lived my life not to be an inconvenience to others. | strived to live life
diligently and righteously, but this incident made a mockery to all my prior efforts. | felt so worthless,
ashamed, and it hurt my pride. But now looking back, | am unconsciously reminiscent about the
Center’s small house and its tall old staircases, the small park nearby that was always filled with
sunshine, the friendly voices of conversation between the volunteers, and the scene of aged
volunteers’ busy hands preparing for breakfast.

| once had a preconception that a shelter was a place where it provided only the basic amenities,
such as a shelter and meal to homeless people. The Women In Need Center, however, was able to
provide me with many additional services like legal counseling and medical services. For this reason,
| was able to organize meetings with a persecutor to swiftly resolve my pending conflict.

Striving for daily survival and legal clarification in a foreign country with an infant in one arm, while
under the beaming New York summer rays was not an easy thing to do. | would like to give my
sincere appreciation to the families from the Center that supported me through this ordeal and
introduced me to Jesus for the first time. Though | am still struggling even after my arrival in Korea, |
do hold faith that Jesus will remember my plight and hold my hands if | continue to pray. | know it
will take some time of getting back on my feet, but one day, | would like to become a strong
supporter of the Women In Need Center. | will never forget the Women In Need Center families’
attentiveness and affection in how they listened to my stories and gently comforted my emotional
wounds.

| want to thank everyone, and meet you all again someday.
